Approved Minutes of the Clyde Township Board Meeting – September 8, 2010.

The regular monthly meeting of the Clyde Township Board was held at the Township Hall on Wednesday, September 8, 2010.  The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m.

Audience:  Judge Baillargeon, Carolyn Churchill, John Hollander, Rick McKellips, Don Nagel, Rick McKellips, Michael Silerzil, Tasha Smalley, Chris Wicker, Dane Lytle and Mark Andrews (running for District Judge).
Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Members present – Bob Larsen, Bernie McLeod, Tom Giles, Chris McKellips, and Cathy Ptak.  All members present.

A motion by McLeod, supported by Larsen to approve the minutes of the August meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Correspondence:  None

The Treasurer’s report was read.  A motion by Larsen, supported by McLeod, to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented.  Motion carried.  The report is attached and is now a part of the official minutes.

Bills were presented.  A motion by McLeod, supported by McKellips, we pay the bills as presented.  Roll Call Vote – all yea’s.  Motion carried.

Tasha Smalley of MTS asked the Board to approve a land division of a platted lot at 5917 117th Ave.  Presently this property consists of 3 lots; parcel 57, 58, and 59.  The request is to divide this property and create 2 parcels.  This will meet set back requirements.  The property as it is now is not conforming but by dividing the property it will become conforming.   Supervisor Giles voiced his concern with regard to an RV camper that has been permanently parked on this property.  Smalley stated that this is a zoning issue and will be addressed on its own.  The Board has the authority to approve this land division with conditions.  The condition being, according to Article 3.24 stating a camper or RV may not be used as a dwelling unit.  Giles proposed that we approve the split with conditions if the Board agrees.  A motion by Larsen, supported by McKellips, to approve the land division of lots 59, 58 and part of 57 with the condition stated in Article 3.24 stating a camper or RV may not be used as a dwelling unit and that the Zoning Administration will immediately deal with this condition to meet requirements.  Roll Call – all yea’s.  Motion carried.
A motion by McKellips, supported by McLeod, to accept the 2 year agreement of fire services between Valley Township and Clyde Township as presented.  Motion carried.  The fire agreement was signed and witnessed.
Don Nagel of the Ambulance Board stated he has a meeting tomorrow, Sept. 9, 2010.

Judge Baillargeon introduced himself and would like our support and vote for re-election to the 57th District Court of Allegan County in November.  He states he is dedicated and impartial.  He is committed to community and Safe Harbor Children’s Advocacy.  He also supports the law enforcement community and is working on savings by reducing costs and bringing the budget under control.  
New Business:  A motion by Larsen, supported by Ptak, to accept the appointment of Michelle McKellips as Deputy Treasurer of Clyde Township.

Supervisor Giles recommends the establishment of a fee for the Construction Board of Appeals.  A motion by Larsen, supported by McLeod, to set a fee of $600 for the Construction Board of Appeals which consists of 1 electrician, 1 builder and 1 plumber.

Andy Marks introduced himself as running for District Judge in November and would like our support.  Marks has been both a Prosecutor and Defense Attorney, he has military experience and community involvement.

Public Comments:  Chris Wicker is in the audience and is running for County Commissioner.

No further business.  A motion by McLeod, supported by Larsen, we adjourn.
